	Imbalances Between Water, Land and People: The Drivers of Rural Migration

	Working title
	Rural-Rural Migration

	Duration

	Key question
	Does migration rectify imbalances, mitigate or increase conflict in rural environments in light of land use changes?

	Media-friendly session summary (3-5 sentences)
	Climate change, land degradation, water shortage, poverty and population pressure are the primary drivers of rural-rural migration. What is meant as an adaptation measure could trigger resource and ethnic conflicts. Large scale organized resettlement can accompany development projects or be implemented as precautionary measure to avoid natural hazard triggered disasters. Rural to rural movements are often the first phase of migratory process. Therefore, a strong focus is needed to address the problems at the roots.

	Session description (approximately 2 paragraphs)
	In rural areas as environments become inhospitable to people, people may be pushed to move elsewhere where their locally specific knowledge may no longer apply to the places where they migrate. Competition over scarce resources (such as water) in places of origin can lead to conflict which can also play a role in migration.  Displaced people may not always receive the support they need in places of destination and there is also a potential for conflict in new locations. For those displaced from one rural location to another where adequate infrastructure is not available and where they are directly dependent on the environment for survival, there can be an over-exploitation of natural resources leading to a lack of potable water, soil degradation, degradation and clearing of land, but also to pollution and potential epidemics.
It is important to understand the specific context in which rural to rural migration takes place, particularly through an examination of the impacts and consequences for water resources management and changing land use patterns as well as growing and declining human settlements. These sessions hosted under Topic 1.2 will reflect on rural – rural migration issues linked to water and will seek to address the over-arching dilemma: “How to move from potential crisis to exploring opportunities to enhance the positive impact of migration for improving water resource management, land use planning and human (re)settlement?”.

	Key question
	How do cities cope with the unplanned influx of migrants?

	Media-friendly session summary (3-5 sentences)
	The world's mega cities, a majority of which are located along coastal areas, will most likely face the largest migration pressures in the future. Incoming rural populations, often concentrated in slum areas, create even more unexpected pressures on existing infrastructures. What new models exist to develop and manage water and sanitation services in quickly expanding urban areas, and how long will this influx towards the cities last? What does the rural exodus imply for both women and men?

	Session description (approximately 2 paragraphs)
	Failure to secure livelihoods in their original rural habitat is expected to drive millions of vulnerable people to move. It is suspected that most of those on the move from rural areas will head towards urban agglomerations where assistance, income opportunities and infrastructure may be perceived to be more accessible and readily available. This creates an enormous social, health, infrastructure and management challenge on cities, subject to unplanned growth. 
It is in coastal areas, where 70% of the world’s cities with over 5 million inhabitants are located, that is thought to face the largest migration pressures. Megacities cluster in these waterfront areas, attracting migrants to sprawling slums and simultaneously exacerbating water demands. This session will explore the interaction between the development in rural areas and migration, possibilities to improve the living conditions of migrants in mega-cities, coping strategies about overloaded infrastructure in urban planning.

	Key question
	What are the positive impacts of international migration on water management and water services in the source countries of migrants?

	Media-friendly session summary (3-5 sentences)
	For centuries, populations have moved towards water. But, global changes today can provoke mass displacements that have undeniable impacts on the environment and on water resources. Can improved access, know-how and funding reduce migration by providing solutions to the problems back home?

	Session description (approximately 2 paragraphs)
	There are several different drivers which lead to different types of migration patterns. Many can be linked to water and its influence on patterns of land use or natural physical processes. 

It is not known how much these various drivers may or may not result in international migration. Nor is the impact of international migration on state of the environment in areas of origin is well known. Furthermore, it is not yet known whether those who migrate first are relatively well off (“those who can migrate, will migrate”) or those who migrate first are those with the greatest direct dependence on environmental quality. Therefore, this session will explore the main drivers which motive people to migrate cross borders and sea and the role of migrants in local development in source countries through remittance as well as the potential of legal instruments which facilitates migration circulation with positive impact on local people in their homelands.

· Recommendations concerning how to proceed in a multi-stakeholder framework using bottom-up approaches; 

· Integration of some of the outcomes from the WWF 5 into various UNU-EHS projects;

· Building up and broadening networks to facilitate research cooperation between different institutions as well as strengthening the link between policy-makers, grass root practitioners and research community. 
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
